This third installment of our “Ask Anything” series will focus on the usually 
controversial and often misunderstood topic of “evolution versus intelligent 
design”. 

For the past 150 years, Darwin’s theory of evolution as detailed in his 
book “Origin of the Species” has dominated theories of origin science and 
can be found well-entrenched in most all institutions of learning ranging 
from primary school textbooks to post doctorate courses at  
universities throughout the world.  As Christians, we believe the “origin of 
the species” began with God as creator as detailed in Genesis and  
referred to in numerous other books of the Bible.  So, how do we square 
a very popular scientific theory that effectively rejects the notion of an  
intelligently created universe with the truth of God’s word?  Could God 
have just started things and then let them run their course by an  
evolutionary process? Are faith and science simply incompatible and best 
kept separate from each other? How do we respond to issues regarding 
the age of the earth and the Genesis account of creation in 6 days? 

It is our prayer that you will be encouraged in your faith and given a new 
sense of awe at God’s miraculous creation this morning as we study 
these important issues .
