1.Sex is a god. 
 
     Philippians 3:18-19 
       18For, as I have often told you before and now say again even with tears, 

many live as enemies of the cross of Christ.  
       19Their destiny is destruction, their god is their stomach, and their glory is in 

their shame.  
     Their mind is on earthly things. 
 
2. Sex is gross. 
     Tertullian (c.160-220AD), early Christian writer and apologist. First to write 

Christian Latin literature, and first to coin the term “trinity”. Thought sex to be 
shameful and only necessary for procreation. 

 
     Ambrose (c.338-397AD) Bishop of Milan; served as one of the four original 

“doctors of the church”. Preferred the extinction of the human race to marital 
intercourse.  

 
     Origen, allegorised the Song of Solomon and took it to represent a love 

story between Christ and His bride, the church. Taking Christ’s Words 
literally elsewhere, however, he castrated himself to prevent temptation. (“If 
your eye causes you to stumble, throw it out; it is better for you to enter the 
kingdom of God with one eye, than having two eyes, to be cast into hell.” 
Mark 9:47) 

 
     John Chrysostom (c.347-407AD), early church father and Archbishop of 

Constantinople. Regarding sex, he found it wholly disgusting and suggested 
that Adam and Eve had no sex before the fall. Sex, in his opinion, was only 
an unfortunate result of man’s fallen nature. 

 
     Jerome, a Catholic priest and Christian apologist best known for translating 

the Vulgate (the 5th century version of the Bible in Latin); when tempted, 
Jerome would throw himself into thorn bushes with the hopes that the 
negative punishment would diminish any sexual desires. 

 
     Gregory of Nyssa (c.335-394), Christian Bishop and saint. Tried to 

establish Christian philosophy as superior to Greek philosophy. Believing 
that Adam and Eve could not have had sex before the fall, he proposed that 
there was a special tree in the Garden of Eden that causes pregnancy.
